Student of the Year, starting a chapter of Sociedad Hispanica Honoraria (high school) or
Sociedad Hispanica de Amistad (elementary and middle school) at his/her school,
working at the Immersion Camp

e applicant agrees to have his/her students participate in at least one AATSP student
activity during the 2012-2013 school year: Fall Student Congress, Immersion Camp,
National Spanish Exam, Composition Contest or Poster contest

e applicant agrees to attend 2011 Teacher Fall conference; grant will officially be presented
at conference

e applicant agrees to submit an article for Al Dia about how the funds were used and their
impact on students
